Bookworms, sequencers, children’s dictionary, and magnifiers are located in the Children’s section of the library.





The dictionary/thesaurus, iPods, and the Kurzweil Learning Station are located in the Reference section of the library.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL LEVEL


Speaking Children’s dictionaries-the dictionary provides audio feedback while student’s check spelling and definitions


Bar and globe magnifiers


Bookworms-stories are recorded into the bookworms and students match the tabs with the device to hear each page read aloud.


Sequencers-short instructions or books can be recorded into the device. Students activate it by pushing the top.





MIDDLE TO HIGH SCHOOL LEVEL


Speaking dictionary thesaurus-provides audio feedback when student checks spelling or definitions


Bar and globe magnifiers


iPods-contains audios of classroom novels and material from English textbooks; students can listen while following the text

In addition, there is a Kurzweil Learning Station located by the Reference desk. The table is adjustable to accommodate wheelchairs. Students or parents can scan and fill out worksheets using the text-to-speech Kurzweil program. Students in grades 5-12 have access to the text version of class novels. Grades 7-12 may also view the selected material from the English textbook.
